Yokohama City is creating opportunities for
Japanese companies to expand their business
in Africa with the intention of accelerating
mutual economic growth. Currently,
Yokohama City holds the African Business
Seminar (jointly held by JETRO, JICA, and
others), supports the ABE initiative*, and
contributes to the activities of Japanese
businesses in African countries. Along with
business representatives, members of the
city’s International Affairs Bureau visit Africa
to promote good relationships between the
city and African countries and to network

Exchange programs between Africa and
elementary and junior high schools in
Yokohama began with TICAD IV, offering
many opportunities for promoting
understanding of Africa, such as
ambassadors visiting schools and exchange
students interacting with local children.
2023 marks the tenth anniversary of the
Tsuzuki-Botswana Children’s Art Exchange,
a program in which students at the Chigasaki
Elementary School in Yokohama and the Ben

In addition to the above, GREENXEXPO 2027,
the International Horticultural Exposition, will be
held in Yokohama in 2027. Based on the theme

will greet visitors with an incredible display of
flowers and greenery, and showcase green
technologies that will lead us to a new society as
we currently face planetwide issues such as
climate change and the loss of biodiversity.
